Module aims and objectives

The module is an introduction to intercultural communication, a research strand of applied linguistics which interfaces with translation studies. The main aim of this module is to enable you to develop a knowledge of, and be able to discuss critically, issues concerning: 
· the acquisition of communication strategies and principles in our increasingly multilingual, globalizing world;

· the construction, perpetuation and change of culture through acts of communication in everyday life;

· the problems arising from the essentialization of people, behaviours and events;

· the analysis and interpretation of intercultural communication in a wide range of real-life experiences.
By the end of the module, students will have obtained considerable practice in critically examining many authentic examples of intercultural communication from a non-essentialist perspective, which is based on the principle that cultures are created through intersubjective and negotiated processes between and among individuals in different contexts.
