The course will give you an insight into the relationship between grammatical choices and the different contextual situations in which they are made. You will be introduced to the growing amount of research that is opening up new views on how grammar functions in communication. During the course you will read about, reflect on and explore grammar used in a wide range of contexts. The focus is on the grammar of English, but much of what is included in the course will be generally relevant to other languages. 
The textbook, which contains most of the course material, is divided into three sections. Section A: Introduction consists of nine units, which will be studied in great detail with additional material provided by the teacher in class. Section A contains activities to carry out on your own, if you are studying from home, or in class, if you are attending the course. Section B: Extension consists of ten units, each providing a number of extracts from articles and books which will widen your knowledge of the concepts introduced in Section A. Each reading in Section B is preceded and followed by activities that will help you to deepen your understanding of the relationship between grammar and context and to evaluate critically what you have read. Section C: Exploration consists of nine units that build on the material studied in Section A and Section B. 
The programme for this course comprises Section A and Section B only. 

The exam consists in a 10-15 minute oral presentation to be given in power point or with slides to be shown with a overhead projector. The oral presentation will include a) title, b) an introduction outlining the aims, the rationale and the methodology of your study, c) the body, where you report on and  discuss your results, d) conclusions, where you summarize the main contents of your study.
For the presentation students registered on the three year degree course will choose one topic from Section B of the textbook, while students registered on the specialized degree will choose at least two topics.
